Kyrgyzstan: Osh  Earthquake

On January 1, 2008 three separate earthquakes, of which the largest one had a magnitude
of 5.6 occurred in the South of Kyrgyzstan (40.346jN, 72.939;E), in a remote area some 30
kilometres from the city of Osh, causing damage to housing and infrastructure. A
representative of USAID plus representatives from the Aga Khan Foundation are expected to
arrive in Osh from Tajikistan on 8 January to join with the other ongoing assessment teams.
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On January 10, 2008 Minister of Foreign Affairs Hamrokhon Zarifi received Resident
Representative of Aga-Khan Development Network (AKDN) Munir M. Merali.
